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Analytical Tool to Support Identification of Prioritised Actions for National MRV Systems and Mitigation


This tool for stocktaking should be considered as a guidance which countries can apply to design a monitoring, reporting and verification (MRV) system improvement plan over the short-, medium- and longer term. The tool does not state how MRV systems or their elements should be designed in detail. Each country must tailor its MRV systems to its specific national circumstances. 

What are national MRV systems? 
National MRV systems mean structures, processes and capacities responding to MRV requirements under the UNFCCC, but potentially also other national or international requirements related to MRV. MRV requirements under the UNFCCC can be broadly categorised as relating to MRV of emissions, MRV of mitigation actions and MRV of support. An effective national MRV system is essential to underpin the design and implementation of an effective mitigation system. National mitigation systems mean any kind of strategy or planning related to mitigation actions, be it in the form of a nationally determined contribution (NDC) mitigation pledge, nationally appropriate mitigation actions (NAMAs), low emission development strategy (LEDS), etc. Effective national MRV systems enable countries to determine their low-emissions/sustainable development goals and priorities, track their implementation and identify the need for adjustment when the MRV shows that actions are less effective than expected. Purpose of the tool 
This tool aims to aid developing countries in carrying out a stocktaking to facilitate the assessment of the current ability of their national systems related to MRV of climate change related actions, including of mitigation pledge(s) in the context of nationally determined contributions (NDCs), nationally appropriate mitigation actions (NAMAs), low emission development strategy (LEDS), etc.;  to create transparency and generate data to use as a basis for planning and implementing mitigation actions; and to comply with the UNFCCC requirements, e.g. submission of a Biennial Update Report (BUR). But the tool can also be applied for broader functions of a national MRV system, e.g. related to reporting at the national level. The output of the gap analysis contained in this tool is a prioritised list of actions to address the gaps identified. This information can be used as the basis for the design of a strategy for the further development of the national MRV system, LEDS, NAMAs and so forth. Furthermore, the output of this tool can serve as input for the reporting on support needed (in the form of finance, technology transfer or capacity building) in the BUR.
The use of this tool is voluntary; the tool has not been endorsed by the UNFCCC.
 
Use of the tool
1. The Stock Taking Tool can best be completed by a team consisting of experts in the fields of national mitigation actions and strategy, MRV structure in the country, GHG inventories, and of support needed and received. The individual sections should be processed in line with the expertise of the relevant respondents. Please keep in mind that completion of the comprehensive checklist may take eight full hours. 
2. Complete Column 1 of the checklist below (“Checklist on MRV and mitigation”) to describe your national situation regarding MRV of climate change action including NDC, LEDS, NAMAs, etc. to the extent possible. Use the radio-buttons to answer the questions and, where appropriate, use the field below the buttons to further describe your situation.
3. In Column 2 below (“Prioritised need for action”), list actions you perceive are required to move your national situation regarding MRV, and NDC, LEDS, NAMAs and other mitigation in the direction of the comprehensive MRV system described by the checklist. 
4. Prioritise each identified action using the drop-down menu in Column 2, which allows you to choose between actions required in the short-, medium-, and long-term. The following considerations can help you with prioritisation:
· Relevance to the national mitigation strategy and associated actions: Actions related to sectors prioritised for mitigation, existing and planned mitigation actions, etc. should be higher priority.
· First things first. Assignment of responsibilities and staff must take place before operational processes like data collection can be designed and implemented. Furthermore, the implementation of certain processes is best done consecutively. For example, processes related to quality assurance / quality control (QA/QC) or verification can best be implemented once data is collected and evaluated. If you are not sure about what comes first, you can use the order in which issues are addressed in the checklist under Column 1 as orientation. 
5. Create a list of prioritised actions. Once you have filled out the table as much as possible, move below the table, where you will find a button saying “Create action list”. You can directly jump to the button by clicking here. Upon clicking the button, the actions you have identified will be listed in a table. Actions required in the short-term will be listed first, followed by actions required in the medium-term and finally, actions required in the long-term.
“No answer” responses should be limited to a minimum. Consider including additional illustrative or clarifying information when answering any question.
